T: 

1) Topic Sentence 
“In the poem/story…”
D:

2) Definition of Simile (Comparing two unlike things using the words “like” or “as”)

S:

3) Directly state the simile word for word in quotation marks

4) Clearly state the two things being compared 

                    “The two things being compared are…”

5) Explain the simile that you have provided. 
“These two things are alike because…”

6) Explain how the simile is effective or how it contributes to the poem.

Remember, figurative language is effective / contributes to the poem by: 
· Helping with the overall understanding of the poem

· Helping to show imagery, theme, mood, or setting.)

7) Conclusion (“In conclusion…”)
