Character trait – a distinguishing feature of a character’s personality; it is not an emotion.  

· ex. thoughtful, caring, brave, shy, awkward, selfless etc

· character traits are not emotions– ex happy, sad, mad etc.

We find out about character traits in the following ways:
1. through actions – what the character does

2. through speech – what the character says

3. through thoughts – what the character thinks or feels

4. through what other characters say about the character
